This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Lons Infant School, we follow the ‘Sing Up’ scheme for Music. We deliver the Music curriculum through both whole class music lessons and a weekly whole school singing assembly.
We currently teach in 2 classes, a mixed Y1/Y2, and a mixed R/Y1.
Music lessons happen once a week, for 45 minutes. 
During Music lessons, children learn to develop fundamental music skills such as singing, composing, listening and appraising, as well as developing their sense of rhythm and beat. In addition to this, EYFS children are able to explore the sounds of musical instruments through their own play and exploration. 
We use a yearly Music calendar, which provides a different genre of Music each week that is to be shared in class This is designed to expose pupils to a variety of different genres, styles and cultures to broaden their Music repertoire. This daily music is played in classrooms and in assemblies. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	In addition to the school curriculum, we also offer the children extra-curricular individual Music tuition. These are offered weekly, in both piano and ukulele.
Children who receive Free School Meals, are able to access this extra tuition free of charge. 
We currently have no school choir at present, but this is something we will be considering in the academic year 2025/26.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	The children participate in whole school performances, at different points throughout the year. 
· Harvest Festival – the children learn both class songs and whole school songs and perform to an audience of parents and carers.
· Christmas Production – the children learn several songs and scripts and perform to the parents/carers.
· In the Summer term, Year 2 rehearse and perform at ‘Ripley Music Festival’. This is a local festival involving other infant and junior schools, showcasing different songs. 
We have previously had visits from a theatre company to perform for the children in school, and this year we are taking a whole school trip to see a pantomime be performed. 


In the future
